Last

month he ordered two Kantronics KPC-3 Plus USB Terminal Node Controllers, and

two cables for his Yaesu FT-2980 transceivers.  One of the transceivers powered

up, but then powered back down.  He thought he may have done something wrong,

so he sent it back to Yaesu for repair.  He then ordered another FT-2980 from

HRO (Ham Radio Outlet).  He's hoping that with a couple 100 watt solar panels

and a controller, and a 20 amp Bioenno battery, he'll have a solar powered

DAREN station, at a high location near his home, on the air very shortly.  I've

told him about the State Wide DAREN Net, held weekly, which he is going to try

to connect into in the near future.
