The map will be used to (1) confirm active and reliable nodes and paths (2)

easily visualize routing from "Point A to Point B" (3) assist newcomers, to

Packet Radio, in effectively navigating the network (4) develop routing plans

from District 9 into Central Ohio, and the Ohio State EOC, and (5) document

Winlink on-ramps.  Ted will be adding a DAREN link on the next draft of the

map.  Adding the link to the Ohio system will allow the DAREN system to have

more coverage.

I also received an E-Mail from Jason Robinson, N3LSJ, about the Harrison County

NODE/PBBS of HARRWV/CKBGWV.  Jason said the station is operational and on the

air.  He said getting the system up and running had some hiccups and gremlins,

but they figured them out.  The station is currently running on BPQ software,

but will be changing it out to a Kantronics KPC-3 Plus TNC in the next week or

so.  I think he will be changing it out because the BPQ software needs to run

on a computer, which would need to be left on location.  He said that

everything is great at the YMCA location.  Jason said the Harrison County

station can connect to Tucker County station, and the Ritchie County station,

which he couldn't do before.  Now he's able to connect into the DAREN system

from his house using as low as 1 Watt of power.
