SUBJECT: MAKE IT SHORT AND SWEET

There are several differences between Amateur Radio and Public

Safety Radio.  Public Safety Radio is used on a daily basis to

dispatch emergency responders, such as Fire, Police, Rescue,

Etc., and coordinate emergency situations.  Amateur Radio can

also be used for the same purpose, but not on a daily basis.

Public Safety Radio systems are normally assigned a frequency

that is used by one agency within a geographical area such as a

city, county, or state.  Amateur Radio is authorized to use many

frequencies in several bands of frequencies anywhere in the

world.

Operators of Public Safety Radios don't have to be licensed, they

all use the license of the agency they work for, but Amateur

Radio operators have their own licences.  One of the main

differences between Public Safety Radio and Amateur Radio is how

they are operated.  Operators of Public Safety Radios have only

one thing on their mind when they talk on the their radios, and

that is the job or situation at hand.  They make short

transmissions, to convey what is on their mind and get off the

air.  Amateurs, on the other hand, tend to ramble on and say a

lot of unnecessary communications.  They discuss how their radio

is working, what the weather is like, how much power they are

running, and how good someone's signal sounds.

Public Safety Radio operators make their transmissions short and

sweet and don't ramble on.  As an Amateur Radio operator, if

you're ever invited to help provide communications using a Public

Safety radio, be sure not to take your Amateur Radios traits with

you.  Leave your Amateur Radio lingo and communications on the

Amateur bands.

To the Public Safety Radio operators, Amateur Radio

communications on Public Radio Safety channels will sound like

CB'ers on Amateur Radio frequencies.  Public Safety Radio

operators won't understand what you're saying, any more then you

would understand a bunch of CB'ers using their lingo.

As Emergency Communications experts, it's our job to learn how to

communicate on other agencies radio systems.
