Time.  Also don't forget to change the time in your TNCs (Terminal Node

Controllers), both local and hilltop/mountaintop.  While you are changing the

time in the TNC, now would be a good time to give them a SOFT RESET, which

basically means turning them OFF and back ON.  Giving them a SOFT RESET will

remove most minor problems that may have build up in them since the last time.

And, don't forget to change the batteries in your Smoke and CO Detectors.  If

you're for sure how to change the time in the TNC, my might want to refer to the

TNC manual.
