I received an E-Mail from Sonny Jobes, WC8L, on Monday the 21st.  Sonny said

that he make it to the Doddridge County NODE/PBBS site to get it back on the

air.  He found that a wind storm that went through his area the week before

damaged his solar array mount, and the panel was laying face down on the ground,

and the Bioenno batteries discharged causing the Node shout down.  He got

everything repaired.  He said the station is back up in fighting form.

We had a very high wind storm go through a lot of WV yesterday.  My power went

off at about 2:00pm.  The power company said they were hoping to have it

restored by 5:30pm, so I delayed firing up the generator.  But from hearing

about power outages throughout the area, and the state, I knew that wasn't going

to happen.  I fired up the generator at about 9:00 pm last night, and it's still

running.  Today I got a report from the power company saying they are hoping to

have everyone's power back on by 3:00pm Tuesday.  Most of the DAREN Nodes in

this area are powered by solar power, and commercial power, backed up by

batteries, so most of them stayed in operation.

Our activity calendar is starting to fill up, we have been getting requests for

safety communications at different walks, runs, and mountain bike races.

Not much else to report this week.

There were only 33 check-ins to the State Wide DAREN Net this week.  The lower

turn out may have been caused by the high wind storm that went through the state

yesterday.  Victoria Turner, K8VRT, who had been participating in the net since

March 12, 2022, has completed 50 check-ins and will be receiving her

certificate.  Jeremie Hamilton, KB3UMW, needs only one more check-in to make
