I've been trying to add more remote receivers to the WCEC (Wood County Emergency

Communications) 147.255 MHz voice repeater, but having a problem with the radios

that I'm using.  I'm using a couple Baofeng transceivers.  I'm using a U/V 5R,

as a receivers for the 147.855 MHz repeater input, and a BF888S UHF transceivers

for the Link frequencies.  We found the U/V 5R radio has a very broad front-end,

and can be overloaded by FM Broadcast stations.  We've found the front-end

cavity filters of the receiver section in the old Motorola Motrac transceivers

can be very sharp, when modified, and has corrected the overload problem.  Earl

Hulce, KB8HRG, has been helping me by tuning the cavities.
